The American Angler's Book: Embracing the Natural History of Sporting Fish, and the Art of Taking
Them. Norris, Thaddeus

E. H. Butler, Philadelphia, 1865. Hardcover. In fine condition. : No Dust Jacket. 80 Wood Engravings
(illustrator). Scarce. 8vo. Variant of new edition w/ supplement, containing descriptions of salmon rivers,
inland trout fishing, etc. xxiii, (24) -701pp. Green blind-panelled publisher's cloth with their monogram
embossed on both covers, gilt bright on spine, teg, bevelled boards. This appears to be a scarce variant
of the second edition, usually referrred to as the "Memorial Edition", however, this copy retains the
Butler imprint on the t.p. (which makes no mention of this being the Memoria Edition), but is dated
1865. Stamped on the lower spine in gilt is "Porter & Coates".
