It is an 8” 2 piece one tip (2/1), weighs 5 7/8 oz.,
rated for an 8 Weight, but can cast a 6, aluminum reel seat and bright finish. Suitable for big bass fishing,
salmon, or even saltwater. The Orvis Serial Number 42666 traces it back 1966. From Orvis.

Over the
past 30 years he has provided us with flies, carvings (several are over the Dette Case), and now on display in
the Book Trout exhibit is one of his most innovative carvings combined with a scenic painting. As a fly tyer,
Ted has gained a high reputation for combining his creative soft hackle techniques with classic Atlantic Salmon
Patterns. His flies have exceeded $500 in auctions all over the USA. This ‘Childers’ pattern is extra special as
it was tied on an antique blind eyed Adlington and Hutchison ‘Iron’ (hook) and hand twisted silk gut eye.

Jim Teeny Signature Series TFO (Temple Fork Outfitters) Set Up. The TFO Signature series are the top of
the line at Temple Fork Outfitters. This set up is fora 9’ 7W 4 piece fly rod, TFO Mark II large arbor fly reel,
and a Triangle Taper Royal Wulff fly line with backing. If you are looking for a light weight steelhead rod with
a little oomph in it, this is what you need.
