It was 5:50AM and I was just about to 
leave CT to drive to the Center on 
Wednesday, June 28, when the phone 
rang.  It was Nancy advising me of the 
flood and that I would not be able to 
get to the Center.  She said it was bad, 
worse than I could imagine, and she 
could not get to the Center to provide 
any information on damage. Of course 
the phone lines were now out in both 
Livingston Manor and Roscoe, so I 
was dependent upon her cell phone 
reports.  In a call much later, between 
her helping prepare food and emer-
gency services at the Fire House and 
assisting neighbors, Nancy informed 
me that most of our damage was drive-
way erosion and flooding on the lower 
property.  Nothing major in the scheme 
of things.  Later that evening Mary and 
Doc said I should be able to get in on 
Thursday. 

I arrived early on Thursday, taking the 
Morrston exit, only to see massive road 
erosion, rock and mud slides.  I passed 
flooded homes, lawns and stores on my 
way into Livingston Manor and was  
saddened to see such destruction to our 
m any friendsô hom es and businesses.  
The Willowemoc was still incredibly 
high, but coming down.  Nancy met me 
on the other side of our still intact 
bridge with shovels and buckets; we 
had to fill in the ravine in the driveway 
to get to the buildings.  After we   
appraised the premises, we determined 
that we were extremely lucky, and 
m uch luckier than others.  N ancyôs  
energies seemed endless and a day or 
so later got a well deserved good 
nightôs sleep. 
 

Today, there is still evidence that 
something happened, however, repairs 
are underway to get lives and the 
neighborhoods back together. There 
was a wonderful attitude shared by so 
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m any.  ñIt could have been w orseò 
was heard everywhere.  I hope it 
never comes close again to what they 
experienced; I canôt im agine it being 
worse.  You can help this area by 
coming up and patronizing the local 
businesses; it goes a long way. 
 
 

We survived and despite being with 
out phones for that week and loosing 
three picnic tables, everything fell 
into place.  Our July was extremely 
busy and continues in preparation for 
our first Jubilee Day.  This just might 
be the time we take a day off and 
simply relax before Summerfest and 
getting back to school and busy work 
schedules. é  B y the w ay, the fish 
and bugs are still here.  We hope to 
see you soon.

From Dr. Jesse Littleton, Theodore, AL:  A major acquisition of the very first two fiberglass fishing rods ever made. 
   T hese tw o rod blanks m ade by D r. A rthur H ow ald w ere sent to D r. L ittletonôs father in 1938 by the S hakespeare  
   C om pany, to see if he ñcould m ake fishing rods out of this stuff.ò. D r. L ittleton w rapped guides on the blanks and fitted  
   them with a metal male ferrule to insert into baitcasting reel handles. In addition to the rods, Dr. Littleton has provided  
   supporting historical paperwork including a series of photos of him catching a Tarpon on these rods in 1940.  After  
   WWII, patents were secured by Dr. Howald and the Shakespere Company.  These rods will be the basis of an exhibit on  
   the history of man-made fly rods to open April 1, 2007.

Fly of the Month - R ock óE m  C addis-  

Oswegonian, Bob Rock,  39 New Street, Oswego, NY 
13126.  G et óem  in the flat w ater or dead drifted in the 
rocks and riffles with this very traditional, but large, cad-
dis.  Dead drifted or twitched will entice both trouts and 
bass.  It can be especially effective when fishing from a 
float tube, pontoon boat or canoe and cast directly up 
against the bank. Size and color make it good in poor and 
fading light and for those elder folks who can use visual 
assistance. Try it when the white flies are hatching on 
West Canada.

Hook: 6-10 
Thread: Brown 6/0     
Body:  H areôs ear dubbing, palm ered brow n hackle, and   
fine gold wire rib..   
Wing  Bleached or light yellow dyed elk hair
