1"/ is tied on a Dry fly hook in sizes 4-14, Silver (metal)
tinsel for body, Underwing is to be sparse yellow hackle, Mallard Flank
tied tent style on top of hook (versus traditional on side application),
Hackle: Cree. This fly is Paul's ‘go to’ fly and it works. Give it a try this
year and maybe outfish Paul.

+ 2"/ is very intriguing and is going to be a sure try this sea-
son. Hook 6-12 Dry Fly, Body: Red tag of thread, with copper ribbed
olive green dubbing, Underwing is a strip of natural brown cottontail fur,
cheeks tied in Hornberg Tradition (not like Ptalis fly above) Brown par-
tridge hackle with white stripe down center, Horns tied splayed on side
center of hook shank before hackle are a single brown fine Microfibbett
on each side, Hackle is Cree (see the similarity in the two patterns?).
