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Simply Smashing.   Our Annual Meeting and Dinner were just that, simply 
smashing! 
 

Amidst a capacity crowd in the Paul Dahlie Youth Education Center, the 2007 
annual meeting started on time with President Miriam Stone reviewing the very 
positive past year here at the Center.  Highlights included the restoration of our 
property after the flood, painting of all buildings by the NYS Corrections Dept., 
increases in attendances, activities, membership, and educational programs, 
and the CFFCM’s international recognition as the hub of the fly fishing commu-
nity. Treasurer, Rick Eck’s report also provided   a positive financial picture that 
is reflective of our growth in activity attendance, participation and membership.  
Executive Director Jim Krul provided an update to our current schedule and 
future plans in the Museum and other activities.  Committee reports included a 
possible building plan by Terry Shultz and Dr. Alan Fried.  We will most likely 
take advantage of the space adjacent to the present museum, expanding that  
building rather than building a totally separate facility.  This new addition would 
include the Garrison/Carmichael rod makers workshop, fly tying theater, and 
Wulff Wing Gallery.  Following other reports, Ross Francis, Chairwoman of the 
Nominating Committee presented her slate of candidates for new trustees.  
Unanimously elected to their first 2 year terms as CFFCM Trustees were 
Robert Longsworth and Walter Ackerman; Paul Ptalis was re-elected for an-
other term.    The 2007 meeting was then adjourned and everyone went to the 
Museum to see Ted Patlen tie some of his latest trout satisfying flies and to 
review the opening of the two new art exhibits by artists Kim Mellema-Reid and 
Michael Simon.  
 

 A record-breaking crowd attended the annual dinner at King’s.  The pre-dinner 
cocktail hour was so successful, it took a group effort to get everyone into the 
dining room for dinner and keep to a somewhat reasonable schedule.  After a  
quick welcome by President Miriam Stone, conversations resumed and dinner 
was served.  After dinner, Miriam recognized two individuals that have made 
major contributions to keeping our organization alive. The CFFCM, now in our 
26th year, has seen many employees come and go but there has been only one 
person that has provided 25 years of continued service; Sue Krupp.  Sue’s 
long dedication as Office Manager has provided a consistency to the flow of 
administrative information. She has maintained everyday financial records, 
staffing, and gift shop management.  Sue was presented with a silver bracelet 
with a charm in recognition for her continued service along with rousing ap-
plause.
