Last Casts   Harold Demarest   
Just two days shy of his 96th birthday, Harold Demarest passed away on July 2, 2007 in the company of his family. 
Harold Demarest was not a fly fisherman, although he was inducted into the  Fly Fishing Hall of Fame last October.  Harold was recog-
nized  for  his important  role as the premier importer of high quality Chinese bamboo required for the manufacture of fine cane fly rods.  
His clientele included:  James Heddon, H.L. Leonard, F.E. Thomas, E.F. Payne, Montague, Wm. Mills and Son, L. Dickerson, Horricks I. 
Co., F.D. Divine, E.K. Tryon, Orvis, and many more.  Ultimately, almost every bamboo rod in the CFFCM collection, and those in per-
sonal collections,  is made from cane supplied by the Charles H. Demarest  Company.   Indirectly, he  touched everyone who casts cane 
and directly, everyone he met.   He will be greatly missed in the world of fly fishing. 
Harold Demarest took charge of his father’s business, Charles H. Demarest in 1934 and remained active in the business and the rod making 
community right up to his end, enjoying a full, rich,  and rewarding life.  Harold is survived by his wife, Eileen, sons  Harold Jr. and Frank, 
daughter Anne Taft, four grandchildren and two great grandchildren.

River Ecology, fish biology, conservation, and stream etiquette 
are all covered in the first session of our highly successful CFFCM Environmental Education Weekend Programs, under the direction of 
Pete and Caren Jacques.  For several years now, Pete and Caren have provided an exciting curriculum and instruction  for our summer 
education weekends. Both professional guides and long time fly fishing industry members, they combine  classroom programs and actual 
fishing components to provide students with an education, entertainment and excitement.    Other elements of the weekend class include:  
knot tying, leader repair, equipment preparation, wading, river reading, adaptability of aquatic life, stream life sampling, fly casting, fly 
tying  in addition to eco-games, scavenger hunts, nature videos, camp fire and story telling.  Assisting Pete and Caren  was returning  
junior instructor Kara Lane.  The Environmental Education  programs are scheduled on weekends in July and are grouped by age. If you 
are interested in participating in next years program, please call Sue for age groups.  Scholarships are welcome; many local students 
would not be able to attend without the support from many of you and clubs and organizations. 
 
Joe Fox instructed 2 weekday courses for the local Roscoe School summer programs here at the Center.  In these single day presenta-
tions, Joe provides students with stream and aquatic classes and basic fly casting and knot tying skills.  Many thanks to our ‘pro staff’ for 
adding new life to fly fishing.

Another Gathering Approaches.  The Rodmaker’s are on deck and will be here, September 8 &9, for the 12th Annual 
Catskill Rodmakers Gathering.  Rodmaker Gatherings are held through out  the USA and Canada.  It is a forum for those who make 
bamboo rods to congregate and discuss techniques, tips and show the rods they have made since the last gathering.   Attendees share in 
rodmaking experiences and hold seminars, classes, and clinics in everything from reel seats to varnish finishes  required in the construc-
tion of a bamboo rod.  History, hearsay, and much rod casting surrounds these events.  Just being around, the novice can pick up years 
of research and knowledge.  In many instances, a gathering rod is constructed to provide an actual  workshop  on building  a specific 
rod.  This year’s ‘CFFCM Gathering’  rod will be the single piece, Lee Wulff,  Giant Killer to be built under the direction of Tom 
Smithwick and Tony Spezio.  When completed, this  Gathering Rod is donated, along with a case and suitably matched reel, to the 
CFFCM to be used as a major fund raiser raffle at $20 per ticket with only 400 tickets available; making the value of this one of a kind  
package $8,000.  This years gathering will include a Casting Challenge and a Rod Making Challenge.
