Globalflyzation continues to Grow.  FBI (The Flies from the British Isles) is almost completed. This 
amazing exhibit of traditional and contemporary flies collected over the past year  from some  great 
tyers  ‘on the other side of the pond’  will soon  be refreshed and will  remain on display in its’ entirety  
throughout 2008.  Our American tying heritage, like many other practices in the USA, originated in 
The British Isles.  This exhibit demonstrates the influences on our past and current tying techniques 
and patterns.

As a result, our CFFCM 
website has experienced a regular audience from Japan accounting for 15% of total viewers over the 
past few weeks. To officially launch this new exhibit entitled, Flies-Made in Japan, MC Fly Fishing, 
who exhibited at our Arts of the Angler Show, brought in the first flies.   Hiroshi Kono, owner of MC 
Fly Fishing, was joined by Yukihiro Yoshida and Shinichi Tsuchiya who flew in from Japan just for the 
show. Both, Yukihiro and Shinichi are highly regarded in the Japanese fly fishing community.  Yuki-
hiro as one of Japan’s most highly regarded rod makers and Shinichi a master craftsman in exotic 
wood products, including: nets, reel seat inserts, fly boxes, and fly tying tools.  In support of this new 
exhibit, we were honored to receive a custom designed bamboo rod from Yukihiro, a lovely crafted 
net from Shinichi, and a custom hand made Yamame  fly reel from Japan’s noted reel maker, Mitsuru 
Ishii, who could not attend.  Each piece is elegantly appointed with a custom designed sterling silver 
medallion.  The rod features unique sterling silver sliding reel band, reel seat hardware, and a heavily 
embellished butt cap.  All items have been accepted into the CFFCM permanent collection and will 
be on display through out the Flies-Made in Japan exhibit.
